Unit Theme 
Writing compositions
Objectives / SWBAT
· write a well-organized composition based on illustrations / visual imagery.

· review and understand informational v. inferential information.

· understand “compare” and “contrast.”

· understand sequencing.

Opening Activity
What is meant by the saying, “A picture is worth a thousand words?”
Class Activities

1. Transition:  Specifically, what are some of the things pictures can tell us?
2. Create a word chart from student responses.
3. Distribute 4-panel cartoon.  Instruct all students to study the illustrations. 
4. Distribute page of informational and inferential sentences.  Students work individually to fill in the blanks as indicated. (It may help some students to have them write the names of the characters on the cartoon.)
5. Task 1 (Basics – Tier 1)
a. Individually and silently, students will match the numbered sentences with the frames in the illustration. (Students can write the number/letter of each sentence in frame 1, 2, 3 or 4 – each frame will have multiple sentences.)
b. After, in pairs, students critique each others’ sentence placement.
6. Task 2 (Advancing – Tier 2,3)
a. Attach illustration to chart paper.
b. Two groups will use “matches” to write all their sentences that apply to the first frame. 
c. Two groups will use “matches” to tell the story of the first frame in paragraph form.

Summary  Gallery Walk

1. Attach on a common wall, alternately, the groups’ sentences and paragraph charts.

2. Each student will make note of one comparison and one contrast between organization, sequence or phrasing between one of the “sentence charts” and one of the “paragraph charts.”
3. What is the main difference between the “sentence” charts and “paragraph” charts?
Homework
